Contributing to the creation of a contest entry can
revive the older person's sense of wonder through being involved in
nature's delights as seen through young eyes. Thus, both benefit
from working together.

Rachel Carson's 5th book,The Sense of Wonder, is a slender guide
for parents, teachers and mentors on ways to help children retain
their clear-eyed vision of the natural world that is fresh and new
and beautiful, leading them to a lifetime of caring for and protecting
our environment.
